Dear Catholic Daughters:

Alexander Woolcott, one of the most famous alumni of Hamilton College, New York, was asked to give
major address at the college's centennial celd¢iora Woolcott gave a memorable speech which began with
these words: "I send my greetings today to all my fellow alumni of Hamilton College, scattered all over the
world. Some of you are successes, and some of you are falordy God knows which are wdi!" This is a
wonderful reminder to us that in our measurement of success and fail@ed's thoughts are not our thoughts,
nor are our ways God's ways. As the heavens are higher than the earth, so are God's ways higher than our wa
and God's thoughtshan our thought$ (Isaiah 55:8 paraphrased). This is the lesson that the overambitious
disciples, James and John, are about to learn in a gospel story, recorded in Saint Mark.

If there is one thing we know for sure about predestination it is this: Gedted everyone for success.
God did not create anyone for failure. But what do success and failure mean? For most people, as for James a
John, success means to be head of the pack. To succeed means to excel. Success is measured by comp:
one's achevements against the achievements of one's "competitors.” That is why James and John go to Jesl
and ask not that they be granted a place in his kingdom but that they be gratttesit,"one at your right hand
and one at your left, in your glohy(Mark 1037). "You do not know what you are askjhidesus says to them
(verse 38), and then proceeds to teach them a new understanding of success.

For Jesus [and for Catholic Daughters as well] success means people realizing and fulfilling God's dre
for them. &sus tells us, contrary to popular thinking, that anybody cannot be anything. Before people come into
this world, divine providence has already crafted a dream for each person to live out. We do not come into life
to write our own job description, we comeith a divine job description in our hands and with the physical and
mental traits necessary to get the job done. That is what the doctrine of the Immaculate Conception of Mary i
all about. God needed a singular job to be done, that of being the mothidisahcarnate Son, and He created a
woman fully prepared and equipped specifically to do the job. No other woman before or after Mary could have
become the mother of God out of her own personal effort or ambition. This is why Jesus tells James and Jol
that, "to sit at my right hand or at my left is not mine to grant, but it is for those for whom it has been prépared
(verse 40).

Does this mean that God has already determined, from the word go, the outcome of our earthly
existence? No. God has an intendaekstination for which He created you and me. This is predestination. But
whether you and | attain this destination or not depends on how we cooperate with God's grace. To say tha
whatever people are or do in life is what God created them to be and determinism. The Bible teaches
predestination (God has something in mind for creating you and me) but does not teach determinism (whateve
we are or do is what God has predestined for us). God gives us free will to cooperate with divine grace or no
Thatis why, even though God predestined Mary to be the mother of our Savior, when the time came for her to
accomplish this mission, God sent an angel to seek her cooperation. She is a perfect example of success bece
she courageously said yes to the word3zfd detailing to her what Providence has in store for her.

James and John, on the other hand, represent the New #genecouldbe-anything mentality
characteristic of our times. This way of seeing things encourages unbridled ambition, rivalry andhynheal
competition among people, which we call the rat race. But the trouble with the rat race is that, even if you win,
you are still a rat. The new vision of success that Jesus teaches, on the contrary, encourages mutual cooperati
and the contentment of e@alizing that we can all be successful because God has created every one of us fo
something different. God has enough dreams to go round, a different dream for everyone, a different succes
for everyone. Our ambition in life should be to discover and®wé's dream for us. Herein lies our true success.
But to vie and struggle with one another over the same dreathat is failure.

CHOOSE LIFE LICENSE PLATES

Choose Life ....A simple statement with an important message. But it took 4 years to become a reality.
Choose Life, Inc. was formed in Florida in 1996 with the idea to use license plate sales to help fund
efforts for pre-natal care for women considering adoption services and to help pro-life pregnancy
centers and other life affirming agencies get services to women who needed them. Florida was the first
state to approve a Choose Life license plate. And the bill was challenged every  step of the way by
those who did not favor the pro-life position. Today there are 26 states with approved plates, two in
process, 16 with efforts underway and 6 states without an active group. Texas will have plates in
September 2011, North Carolina in the next 3-4 months and Utah in January 2012. North Dakota and
Nebraska need to pre-sell the requisite number of plates so their plate production can begin. Please
contact Paul in ND at nancyndrl@midconetwork.com and Bob in NE at wcfrank@aol.com if you want to
pre-purchase one of their new Choose Life plates.

2003 and is based in Minnesota. They have helped aspirants throughout the country who wish to enter
a religious community and sixty-five percent of their clients have been women who are unable to enter



religious formation programs because of a financial impediment. They must pay off student loans
before they can enter.

e Other Information: Ask your Court Chaplain and District Deputy to write an article or paragraph
each month for the newsletter.e



National and State News : Place the most current information from your National and State
newsletters. Since these newsletters are usually sent quarterly, divide up the news you receive into
two or three newsletters. There is plenty of information to work with. Be sure to list any National or
State Events early so that travel plans can be made.

¢ Website Information: You are connected to a national organization and members need to know
how and where they can find current information of national activities. More information is on the
national website at www.catholicdaughters.org. List your State and Court websites also (if
applicable). Provide a link to your newsletter on your website and/ or email your newsletter to
save on ink, paper and postage. Even if you do not use a computer, there are others in the court
and their family members who may look into these.

e Number the pages beginning with page two (2). It is not necessary to number the first page but
page order can get mixed up without page numbers.

¢ Fill in empty spaces with a related graphic, prayer, poem, recipe, announcements, clip art, etc.
¢ Be creative but most of all have fun. We all enjoy our Courts newsletter.
