Hearing the Call 

Just a short while before the ribbon-cutting ceremony, another joyous celebration occurred at Headquarters when the Catholic Daughters presented a $5,000 check to David Ranghelli, the Director-Producer-Cinematographer of a new documentary film entitled “The Calling.”A description of the documentary from the film’s website summarizes “The Calling”: ...a film about hard choices and having the courage and faith to make them. Shot over a four-year period, this documentary focuses on three people who are members of a newly formed missionary order. Founded eight years ago in Tampa’s Ybor City, the Family of Jesus – Healer is a contemplative/active order inspired by St. Francis of Assisi and Mother Teresa of Calcutta. 

“It’s unusual for us to support a film,” said National Regent Claudia R. Bosch, “but this particular work caught our attention. Catholic Daughters have always been deeply committed to supporting vocations. We believe that ‘The Calling’ will encourage an understanding of vocations by offering a unique look at the process of discerning a life dedicated to the priesthood, which can be challenging indeed.”

Accepting the check, Mr. Ranghelli said, “I was raised in a devout Catholic family in New York City. We prayed and attended Mass regularly. I was surrounded by priests, sisters, and young men and women considering religious life. These individuals inspired me, deepened my faith and I think prepared me to make this film. My intention is for “The Calling” to convey to both Catholics and non-Catholics alike an honest portrayal of the very human and down-to-earth experience of discerning a commitment to the divine.”
